give any uncomfortable feeling. They shall be free from all sorts of foreign matter.
2. | Ram material permitted: o B
a. Absorbent filter: plant-based raw materials such as wood pulp, cellulose pulp, bamboo fiber,
banana fiber and corn which have natural sterilization effects, tissue paper, pure cotton shall
be free from lumps, oil spots, dirt or foreign material.
